Please expect written homework assignments, usually not exceeding a few paragraphs (one sheet of paper). At the end of the course there is a two-part exam - Part I is take home and Part II is given in class (about 30-45 min long). Upon successful completion the student is presented with a Certificate of Completion of Wicca 101, and a few gifts to get started. This presentation is done at the NEC Open Sabbat celebration nearest to completion of the course.

This is not a "fluffy-bunny" course. In teaching Wicca 101 I learn from my students as they learn from me. Classes are kept small to allow for discussion. I have no expectations as to what path one may choose - that is a personal decision each of us makes.
